Guidelines

Athletes:
Boys and girls ages 5-18 with physical or intellectual disabilities.

Parents:
A parent or guardian must accompany their child to TOPSoccer and be present for the entire practice session or game.  We welcome parents input regarding their child’s needs.

Buddies:
Athletes are paired with volunteer “Buddies” from area high schools and travel soccer teams.

Coaches:  Coaches oversee practice sessions and games, teach basic soccer skills, and adapt activities to ensure that every child is able to play.  

Forms:
Athletes are required to register for TOPSoccer, and complete a waiver of liability, medical and photographic release form.

Fee:
No registration fee is required to participate in the program.
